BSPP Newsletter – report to AGM, Oxford, Dec 1999





This report is to inform members of BSPP about future arrangements for editing and publishing BSPP News.





The Board asked me to continue editing BSPP News after my term as an elected member of the Board expires at the end of this year. I agreed to do so, so long as an editorial assistant would be paid to carry out the bulk of the work. My view is that editing the newsletter needs to be done on a more professional basis and that the job is now too great to be done by an elected Board member without assistance. This was agreed by the Board at its November meeting.





I intend to continue publishing the same kind of material as for the last three years. Little of this overlaps with the content of the BSPP web-site, and that which does, such as programmes of forthcoming conferences, needs to be made available to all members, not just those with internet access. All offers of articles, pictures and other material are most welcome. Articles should preferably be submitted by e-mail (see the last issue of BSPP News for details). The number of reports on visits supported by the Travel Fund is steadily increasing, along with the number of grants made. Guidelines to Authors of travel, conference and other reports have been put on the Internet (at the time of writing, I don’t know the web address).





“People and Places” articles are very welcome from members in any university, company or institute. I wish to emphasise that news of members in all countries, not just the U.K., is very welcome indeed (especially as a large proportion of the current membership works in countries other than the U.K.)It is intended that, from 2001, three issues of BSPP News will be published each year, instead of the current two. These will probably be sent to members in February, June and October. This means that the deadlines for these issues will be the end of November (2000), March and August respectively. These publication dates will allow members to receive programmes of conferences in the Easter, summer and Christmas vacations about two months in advance.
