Impact Sclerotinia 2001. The 11th International Sclerotinia Workshop. Central Science Laboratory, York, UK, 8-12 July 2001





BSPP is supporting the 11th International Sclerotinia. Workshop to be held at CSL in July 2001.  The workshop is aimed at researchers, students, advisors and extension workers with an interest in Sclerotinia and the diseases caused by this genus.  Accommodation will be in York and there will be opportunities to tour research facilities in the area.  The meeting will feature a Keynote speaker: Prof. Linda Kohn of the University of Toronto, and the remainder of the programme will consist of offered papers.
