1/  Undergraduate bursaries

Six applications were received for the summer 2000 projects and all were were granted the student bursary plus an extra £200 to cover consumable costs during the project.   All project reports have now been submitted and will be published in the next newsletter. The amounts requested for this scheme are £11,640 and the Board feel it is money well spent to encourage training and education in the field.

2/ M.Sc. bursary scheme

It was disappointing that we received no applications for the 2000 M.Sc. bursary scheme.   We would appreciate your feedback as to why the scheme is not as useful as that for undergraduates and we can perhaps tailor it more to your needs. 

3/  Broader issues of Education in Plant Pathology.

The Board recognises the importance of education in plant pathology throughout the whole education system from the primary school to the university as well as the need to inform other members of the public what plant pathology is all about.  We are currently examining ways of broadening the Education Committees remit (perhaps through links with other professional societies) to ensure aspects of plant pathology are taken to a wider audience e.g. Schools via national curriculum or roadshows, science festivals, museums or improved WWW pages.
